REPORT UNDER SECTION 12 (1) and 12(3) OF THE
KARNATAKA LOKAYUKTA ACT, 1984

Sub: Proceedings against 1) Sri.Syed Alj,
Panchayath Development Officer,
Killanakera Gram Panchayath, Yadagir
Taluk and District, 2) Smt.Mallamma,
President, Killanakera Gram Panchayath,
Yadagir Taluk and District and 3]
Sri.Ambareesh,  Member, Killanakera
Gram Panchayath, Yadagir Taluk and
District, about their misconduct as

Public/ Government servant — reg.

One Sri.Chandramohan S/o Nagareddy, Advocate,
Basavehswara Nagar, Station Area, Yadagir (hereinafter
referred to as complainant for short) has filed this
complaint stating that one Smt.Shailaja W/o late Sugappa
is the aunt of respondent No.3. Her husband was a retired
junior Engineer in Panchayat Raj Engineering department.
She is having a house at Lakshminagara, Yadgir which is
worth of Rs.55 to 60 lakhs. Apart from that she is having
other landed properties and getting monthly pension. It is
alleged that though she was not eligible to be selected as
beneficiary for allotment of a house under Indira Awas

Housing Scheme, her name came to be selected—as
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beneficiary and funds were released by the respondents

and thereby flouted the rules and regulation.

2) The matter was referred to Superintendent of Police,
Karnataka Lokayukta, Yadagiri, for investigation and
submit a report. Accordingly, the Superintendent of Police,
Karnataka Lokayukta, Yadagiri, has submitted the
investigation report dtd:13-8-2019. It is useful to extract

the report which reads here as hereunder;
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3) Since the investigation report extracted above prima-
facie substantiates the allegations made in the complaint,
the same was forwarded to the respondents 1 to 3 and also
to Smt. Shailaja seeking their response to which the

respondents have submitted their reply.
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4) In the reply, the respondents have admitted that,
during the year 2015-16 houseless persons were selected
as beneficiaries under Indira Awas Housing Scheme, for
sanctioning of funds for construction of houses. They have
also admitted that, Smt.Shailaja W/o Late Sugappa was
selected as beneficiary under the said scheme. According
to them, there was no violation of any rules and

regulations in selecting the name of Smt. Shailaja.

5) According to the respondent No.l the PDO of the
Gram Panchayath since the list was prepared based on the
recommendation made by the members of the Gram
Panchayath and it was approved by the General body, he
had no role in selecting the beneficiaries. He has stated
that, after filing this complaint, Smt. Shailaja had given a
representation to cancel the sanction order made in her
favour. In that regard, a letter was also addressed to the
Executive Officer on 20.12.2017, however, in view of the
complaint registered by the ACB and investigation is going
on, no further steps are being taken in the matter.

Accordingly, he prayed to close the complaint.

6) The material collected during the course of
investigation, prima-facie shows that, Smt.Shailaja W/o
Late Sugappa was ineligible to be selected as beneficiary
under the housing scheme, as she has been getting

pension from the Government, after the death of her
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husband Sri.Sugappa, who was working as Junior
Engineer, Panchayath Raj Division, RDPR, Government of
Karnataka. The report also prima-facie shows that,
subsequently, Smt.Shailaja got constructed a good house
by investing her own funds and she is having good source
of income and also owns properties. However, the
respondent No.3 being the nephew of Smt. Shailaja,
appears to have colluded with the respondents 1 & 2 and
prevailed over them, to include the name of his aunt

Smt.Shailaja in the list of beneficiaries.

7) It is relevant to point out that after filling of this
complaint, Smt.Shailaja had submitted a representation
dated 16.09.2017 to the respondents to cancel her name
as beneficiary. Had the complainant not filed the present
complaint before this authority, Smt. Shailaja would have
utilized the entire funds and deprived the other eligible
houseless person from selecting as beneficiary. Even
though, she was not eligible to get the funds under the
housing scheme, which is meant for the weaker section of
the society, she has filed the application under the
guidance of the respondent No.3. The respondent No.1 and
2 being responsible PDO and President of the Gram
Panchayath, without verifying the relevant documents,
have included the name of Smt. Shailaja and gave approval
to the list which is against to the object of the scheme and

thereby committed misconduct within the meaning of Rule-
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3(i) to (iii) of KCS (Conduct) Rules, 1966 and Sec. 43(A) of
the Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act. Therefore, at this stage,
the explanation offered by the respondents in the form of
comments cannot be accepted. Therefore, a
recommendation under Sec. 12(3) of the Karnataka
Lokayukta Act, 1984 is required to be made to the
Competent Authority to initiate disciplinary proceedings
against respondent no.l and for taking steps against
respondents 2 and 3 as provided under Rule 43(A) of the
Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act.

8) It is relevant to point out that though Smt. Shailaja
W/o Sugappa made an application to the respondents for
cancelling her name as beneficiary, the respondents have
not taken any steps to cancel her name as beneficiary and
to collect the amount which is already released in her
favour. As Smt. Shailaja W/o Sugappa was not eligible to
be selected as beneficiary under Indira Awaz Housing
Scheme, her name is required to be cancelled as
beneficiary and the funds/amount which is already
released in her favour for construction of house is also
required to be recovered with interest. Therefore, a
recommendation under Sec. 12(1) of the Karnataka
Lokayukta Act, 1984 is also required to be made to the
Competent Authority in that regard.

9) In the light of what is stated above, I make the

following recommendation to the Competent Authority;
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(i) To initiate departmental enquiry against
respondent no.1 and to entrust the enquiry to
this authority as per Rule 14-A of KCS (CC&A)
Rules, 1957.

(i) (@) To take steps for removal of the
respondents no.2 and 3 if they are still
continuing as members of Grama Panchayath
for their misconduct as provided under Sec.

43(A) of the Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act.

or

(i) (b) To take steps to disqualify them for being
chosen as members of Grama Panchayath if
they have ceased to be the members of Grama
Panchayath as provided under Sec.12 r/w
Sec. 43(A) of the Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act.

(iii) To take steps for cancelling the name of
Smt. Shailaja W/o Late Sugappa as beneficiary
and recover the funds/amount which has
already been released in her favour with 8%
(eight percent) interest per annum from the date

of payment till the date of recovery.

10) Further, as per Sec. 12(2) and 12(4) of the Karnataka
Lokayukta Act, 1984, the Competent Authority is required

to intimate this Authority as early as possible but latest
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within one month and three months respectively, from the

date of receipt of this report, the action taken or proposed

to be taken on this report against said officials/public

servants.
