The Government in Commerce & Industries Department by
its order dated 8/7/2015 initiated the disciplinary proceedings
against Sri P. Padmanabhachar, the then Dcputy Director (In-

charge), Mines and Geology Department, Gulbarga (hereinafter
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referred to as Delinquent Government Official-1, for short as DGO-

1) and entrusted the Departmental Inquiry to this Institution.

2. The Government in Revenue Department by its order dated
14/7/2015 initiated the disciplinary proceedings against Sri
Yallappa Subedar, the then Tahaildar, Chincholi Taluk, Gulbarga
District (hereinafter referred to &z Delinguent Government Official-
2, for short as DGO-2) and entrusted the Departmental Inquiry to

this Institution.

<8 The Director (Administration and Human Resources),
Karnataka Power Transmission Corporation Limited, Bengaluru by
Order dated 10/7/2015 initiated disciplinary proceedings against
Sri Parameshwar Baburao, Assistant Executive Engineer (Elec.),
Gulbarga Electricity Supply Company Limited, O & M Sub
Division, Chincholi, Gulbarga District (hereinafter referred to as
Delinquent Government Official-3, for short as DGO-3) and

entrusted the Departmental Inquiry to this Institution.

4. This Institution by Nomination Order No.UPLOK-1/DE/404/
2015, Bengaluru dated 21/12/2015 nominated Additional
Registrar of Enquiries-7, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru, as the
Inquiry Officer to frame charges and to conduct Departmental
Inquiry against DGOs 1 to 3 for the alleged charge of misconduct,
said to have been committed by them. Subsequently, by Order No.
UPLOK-18&2/DE/Transfers/2018, the Additional Registrar of
Enquiries-14, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru was re-nominated
as inquiry officer to conduct departmental inquiry against DGOs 1

to 3.
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S. The DGO-1 Sri P. Padmanabhachar, the then Deputy
Director (In-charge), Mines and Geology Department, Gulbarga;
DGO-2 Sri Yallappa Subedar, the then Tahaildar, Chincholi Taluk,
Gulbarga District and DGO-3 Sri Parameshwar Baburao, Assistant
Executive Engineer (Elec.), Gulbarga Electricity Supply Company
Limited, O & M Sub Division, Chincholi, Gulbarga District were

tried for the following charges:-

“That you — Sri P.Padmanabhachar - the then In-
charge Deputy Director of Mines and Geology,
Gulbarga — DGO-1; Sri Yallappa Subedar - the then
Tahsildar, Chincholi in Gulbarga District — DGO 2;
and Sri Parameshwar Baburao, Assistant Executive
Engineer (E), in GESCOM, O & M Sub Division at
Chincholi in Gulbarga District - DGO 3, while working

as above, record shows that:

i. The complainant has obtained information under
RTI Act about the details of NOC and electrical
connection given for quarrying at Miriyana Village
in Chincholi Taluk from your (DGO Nos. 2 and 3

respectively) office.

ii. As per the information and list given by the
Tahsildar, Chincholi, 31 contractors have been
issued NOC by his office for quarrying in various
survey number lands of Miriyai:a Village. Contrary
to that, as per the information and list provided by
you DGO No.3, 98 contractors have been given
electricity connection/service for conducting quarry
operation in Miriyana Village Limits, which shows
that 67 persons are unauthorisedly carrying quarry

operations without NOC, resulting in substantial
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revenue loss to the State Exchequer besides
adversely affecting the eco-system due to non-
assessment of ecological sustainability of such

quarry operation;

iii. Such being the matter, it is seen that though the
complainant had submitted representations about
unauthorized quarrying at Miriyana Village and you
DGO Nos. 1 to 3 who were in full knowledge of the
same have not taken any action to stop illegal
quarrying and initiate prosecution and only after
this complaint was filed, you - DGO No. 1 and 2
have registered FIRs in respect of some
unauthorized quarry units, but even then they have
not taken steps to stop all unauthorized quarry

operations;

iv. You — DGC No.3 had given ¢lectricity service o 67
quarry units though they had not obtained NOC
and thus, unlawfully facilitated them to run illegal

quarry operations;

v. You — DGO No.3 had given lame excuse that since
unauthorized units could not be identified, he could
not take action for stopping power supply/electrical
connection to such units. But, as a matter of fact,
the Deputy Director of Mines and Geology at
Gulbarga has already furnished a list of units
which had been given permits by his letter dated
25.07.2014 and further your (DGO No.3) office itself
had given electricity connection to unauthorised
units without NOC and hence, you — DGO No.3 had
no difficulty to identify and discontinue power

supply to such units;
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vi. So, it is prima facie seen that you — DGO Nos. 1 to
3 knowing fully well, facilitated illegal quarrying

and thereby committed grave misconduct;

and thereby you DGO Nos. 1 to 3 failed to maintain
absolute devotion to duty and committed an act which
is unbecoming of a Coverniment Servants and thus you
are guilty of misconduct under Rule 3(1)(i), (ii) & (iii) of

KCS (Conduct) Rules, 1966.”

0. The Inquiry Officer (Additional Registrar of Enquiries-14) on
proper appreciation of oral and documentary evidence has held
that..the Disciplinary Authority has proved the above charges
against DGO-1 Sri P. Padmanabhachar, the then Deputy Director
(In-charge), Mines and Geology Department, Gulbarga; DGO-2 Sri
Yallappg Subedar, the then Tahaildar, Chincholi Taluk, Gulbarga
District and DGO-3 Sri Parameshwar Baburao, Assistant Executive
Engineer (Elec.), Gulbarga Electricity Supply Company Limited, O
& M Sub Division, Chincholi, Gulbarga District.

Tn On re-consideration of report of inquiry and considering the
totality of circumstances, I do not find any reason to interfere with
the findings recorded by the Inquiry Officer. It is hereby
recommended to the Government to accept the report of Inquiry

Officer.

8. As per the First Oral Statements submitted by DGOs 1 to 3;

i) DGO-1 Sri P. Padmanabhachar has retired from service
on 31/7/2015 (during the pendency of inquiry).

i) DGO-2 Sri Yallappa Subedar is due to retire from service
on 31/10/20383;
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iii) DGO-3 Sri Parameshwar Baburao is due to retire from
service on 31/12/2036.

0. Having regard to the nature of charge proved against DGO-1
Sri P.Padmanabhachar, the then In-charge Deputy Director of
Mines and Geology, Gulbarga and DGO-2 Sri Yallappa Subedar,
the then Tahsildar, Chincholi, Gulbarga District, who have failed to
carry out the inspection and to stop illegal quarrying, as a result of
which several persons indulged in illegal and unauthorized
quarrying causing loss to the Revenue to Government, imposing
penalty of withholding 5% of pension payable to DGO-1 for a
period of 5 years on DGO-1 and withholding 3 annual increments

with cumulative effect on DGO-2 is necessary.

10. In so far as DGO No.3 Sri Parameshwar Baburao, Assistant
Executive Engineer (Elec.), Gulbarga Electricity Supply Company
Limited, O & M Sub Division, Chincholi, Gulbarga District is
concerned, the charges of illegal supply of electricity, thereby
facilitating the illegal and unauthorized quarrying has been proved.
He has not taken action on the instructions issued by the
Tahsildar and the Department of Mines and Geology. Hence, apart
from imposing penalty of withholding three annual increments
with cumulative effect on DGO-3 Sri Parameshwar Baburao, his
promotion is to be deferred for a period of 4 years, whenever he

becomes due for promotion.

11. In view of the above circumstances,
(i) it is hereby recommended to the Government for
imposing penalty of withholding 5% of pension
payable to DGO-1 Sri P. Padmanabhachar, for a

pericd of 5 years.
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(i) it is hereby recommended to the Government for
imposing penalty of withholding three annual
increments payable to DGO-2 Sri Yellappa Subedar

with cumulative effect.

(iii)it is hereby recommended to Government for
imposing penaity of withhelding three annual
increments with cumulative effect on DGO-3 Sri
Parameshwar Baburao and for deferring his
promotion for a period of 4 years from the date of

on which he becomes eligible for promotion.

12. Action taken in the matter shall be intimated to this

Authority.

STATEMENT OF IMPUTATION OF

MISCONDUCT

(An extract of report sent U/s.12(3) of Karnataka

Lokavukta Act, 1984)

3. An investigation was taken up under Section 9 of the

Karnataka Lokayukta Act on the basis of complaint filed by

Sri.Shivakumar Kollur - Social worker R/o Vidhyanagar

Colony of Chandapur in Chincholi Taluk of Gulbarga District

(hereinafter referred to as ‘Complainant’) against (1) Shri. P.

Padmanabhachar — the then In-charge Deputy Director of

Mines and Geology in Gulbarga, (2) Tahasildar of Chincholi
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Taluk in Gulbarga District, and (3) Shri. Parameshwar Baburao
— Assistant Executive Engineer (E) in GESCOM O & M Sub-
Division at Chincholi in Gulbarga District, alleging that in view
of suspicion about the officials colluding with persons carrying
on mining/quarrying operations unauthorisedly after receiving
bribe amount and thereby causing loss to the State Exchequer,
he filed applications under RTI Act, seeking the names and
details of persons who have been issued with NOC for said
purpose. On that, the office of DGO 2 furnished information
stating that his office has issued NOC to only 31 persons for
quarrying within the limits of Miriyana village, but the office of
DGO 3 furnished information stating that his corporation has
given electricity connection to 98 persons for quarrying, which
showed that the DGO Nos.1 to 3 are unauthorisedly permitting
quarrying and causing loss to the State Exchequer, without

taking action to stop it.

. After taking up investigation, when comments were called for
from the DGO Nos.1 to 3, they denied illegality or dereliction of
duty on their part. The DGO no.1 contended that Mineral
Investigation Station is continuously inspecting quarrying and
transportation at Miriyana village, but the staff of said office
never reported any unauthorized quarrying or transportation;
Whereas the DGO No.2 stated that six cases have been
registered against unauthorised miners in Miriyana Police
Station, and the DGO No.3 contended that power supply to six
quarrying units was disconnected on 16.12.2013 at the

instance of DGO No.1, but again the DGO No.l1 asked him to
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provide power

supply to the same six units by making phone

call and hence, the power supply was restarted.

5. A careful consideration of the material on record shows that:

i The complainant has obtained information under RTI

Act about the details of NOC and electrical connection

given for quarrying at Miriyana village in Chincholi

Taluk from the office of the DGO Nos.2 and 3

respectively;

ii. As per the information and list given by the Tahasildar,

Chincholi,

31 contractors have been issued NOC by his

office for quarrying in various survey number lands of

Miriyana Village. Contrary to that, as per the
information and list provided by the DGO No.3, 98

contractors have been given electricity

connection/service for conducting quarrying operation

in Miriyana Village limits, which shows that 67 persons

are unauthorisedly carrying on quarrying operations

without NOC, resulting in substantial revenue loss to

the Exchequer besides adversely effecting the eco-

system due to non assessment  of ecological

sustainability of such quarrying;

v. The DGO No.3 has given lame excuse that since
unauthorised units could not be identified, he could not
take action for stopping power supply/electrical
connection to such units. But, as a matter of fact, the
Deputy Director of Mines and Geology at Gulbarga had
already furnished a list of units which had been given
permits by his letter dated 25.07.2014 and further the
office of DGO No.3 itself had given electricity connection
to unauthorised units without NOC and hence, the DGO
No.3 had no difficulty to identify and discontinue power
supply to such units;

vi. So, it is prima-facie seen that DGO Nos.1 to 3 knowing
fully well, facilitated illegal quarrying and thereby

committed grave misconduct.

6. The facts supported by the materials on record prima facie
show that the DGO Nos.l to 3 being public/Government
servants, have failed to maintain absolute devotion to duty and
also acted in the manner unbecoming of public/Government
servants, and thereby committed misconduct and made

themselves liable for disciplinary action.

7 Since the said facts and material on record prima-facie show
that DGO Nos.1 to 3 have committed misconduct as per Rule
3(1) (@) (i) & (iii) of the KCS (conduct) Rules, 1966,
recommendation under section 12(3) of the Karnataka
Lokayukta Act, was made to the competent Authority to initiate
disciplinary proceedings against the DGO Nos.l1 to 3 and to
entrust the inquiry to Hon’ble Upalokayukta under Rule 14-A
of the Karnataka Civil Services (Classification, Control and
Appeal) Rules, 1957. Accordingly, Competent Authority
initiated disciplinary proceedings against DGO Nos.1 to 3 and
entrusted the Enquiry to Hon’ble Upalokayukta and Hon'ble
Upalokayukta nominated this Enquiry Authority to conduct

enquiry. Hence, the charge.
