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INTRODUCTION 
 

PROVISION OF LAW UNDER WHICH THIS REPORT IS MADE 

 
Section 12(6) of the Karnataka Lokayukta Act, 1984 

(hereinafter referred to as „the Act’ for short) mandates 

that the Lokayukta shall present annually a Consolidated 

Report on the performance of his functions and that of the 

Upalokayuktas under the Karnataka Lokayukta Act to His 

Excellency the Governor of Karnataka.  Accordingly, this 

report is presented for the 34th year of the establishment 

of the Karnataka Lokayukta.   

 

1) PERIOD OF THE REPORT: 

 
This report pertains to the functions of Karnataka 

Lokayukta for the financial year 2019-20, i.e., for the 

period from 1st April 2019 to 31st March 2020.

 Chapter-1 
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3.     OBJECTIVES OF THE KARNATAKA LOKAYUKTA ACT: 

 
 

(1)  The Act is enacted under Karnataka Act No. 4 of 

1985 by the Karnataka State Legislature on the 

recommendations of the Administrative Reforms 

Commission for setting up the institution of Lokayukta for 

the purpose of improving the standards of public 

administration, by looking into the complaints against 

administrative actions, including the cases of corruption, 

favouritism and official indiscipline in the administrative 

machinery.  The Act was first published in the Karnataka 

Gazette, Extraordinary on the Twenty-Eighth day of 

January, 1985 and which has received the assent of the 

President on the Sixteenth day of January, 1985.  

 

(2)  The Act makes provision for the appointment 

and functions of Lokayukta and Upalokayuktas for making 

enquiries into administrative action related to matters 

specified in List II or List III of the Seventh Schedule to the 

Constitution taken by or on behalf of the Government of 

Karnataka or certain public authorities in the State of 

Karnataka, including any omission or commission in 
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connection with or arising out of such action, in certain 

cases and matters connected therewith or ancillary thereto.  

 

4. FUNCTIONS OF LOKAYUKTA & UPALOKAYUKTAS: 

 

(1) The functions of Hon‟ble Lokayukta and 

Upalokayukta under the Act mainly relates to the redressal 

of grievance as defined under sub-section 8 of Section 2 of 

the Act and mal-administration under sub-section 10 of 

Section 2 of the Act. A public servant has been defined 

under sub-section 12 of Section 2 of the Act.  The Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta and Upalokayuktas are conferred with the 

power of investigating the allegations of mal-administration 

made against public servants, who fall within their 

jurisdiction.  The mal-administration within the meaning 

as set out under sub-section 10 of Section 2 of the Act 

includes not only corruption, but also any action of 

administrative lapses or negligence, etc. For the sole object 

of improving the state administration and to enforce 

transparency and probity in the state administration wide 

powers have been conferred on the Lokayukta and 

Upalokayukta to conduct investigations in respect of the 
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public servants who fall under their jurisdiction. The power 

of investigation includes if on an investigation either the 

Lokayukta or Upalokayukta find that certain public 

servant has committed offences of corruption as set out in 

the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 (herein after 

referred to as ‘PC Act’ for short) or responsible for mal-

administration either the Lokayukta or Upalokayukta can 

direct initiation of criminal prosecution against such public 

servant under Section 14 of the Act notwithstanding the 

constitution of Anti Corruption Bureau by the State 

Government.  In addition to criminal prosecution whenever 

a complaint is received against the public servant alleging 

mal-administration an investigation is being held if 

necessary with the assistance of the Police Wing of the 

Lokayukta or the Technical Wing of the Lokayukta or any 

other investigating agency and on such investigation if 

investigation report prima-facie discloses commission of 

offence under the PC Act or mal-administration of any 

other nature which falls under Section 2(10) of the Act, a 

report would be sent to the competent authority under 
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Section 12(3) of the Act.  Similarly, such investigation also 

can be conducted either by the Lokayukta or Upalokayukta 

if a reference is made to them by the State Government 

under Section 7(2A) of the Act.  Apart from initiation of 

proceedings or prosecution on erring government servants, 

the Lokayukta or Upalokayuktas also can issue 

appropriate direction to the competent authority under 

Section 12(1) of the Act for redressal of the grievance. 

Further, in addition to the direction given under Section 

12(1) of the Act, whenever there is deficiency in redressing 

the grievance of public and such grievances are brought to 

the notice of Lokayukta either directly or through some 

representatives/petitioners or through the Police Wing of 

Lokayukta, those grievances are brought to the notice of 

public servants who are required to redress the grievances 

and wherever it is possible such grievances are redressed 

without loss of time, without formally registering the 

complaints for the purpose of investigation.  

(2) The Institution of Lokayukta, therefore, has 

proved to be an effective watch dog against injustice being 
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caused to the citizens, and also last ray of hope available to 

the public to ventilate their grievances against corruption, 

mal-administration and administrative lapses in the State 

Machinery.  In certain suitable cases, this institution has 

also by way of recommendation to Government is 

suggesting remedial actions to establish good governance. 

 

 

5. JURISDICTION OF LOKAYUKTA AND UPA-LOKAYUKTAS: 

(1) According to Section 7 (1) of the Act, the 

Lokayukta has jurisdiction over any action taken by or 

with the approval of the Chief Minister, any other Minister 

or Secretary or a Member of the State Legislature or any 

other public servant notified by the State Government. 

Further, the State Legislature has amended the Lokayukta 

Act by Act No.25 of 2010 and according to which, the 

Chairman, the Vice-Chairman (by whatever name called) or 

a member  of an Authority, Board or Committee, a 

Statutory or Non-statutory Body or a Corporation, 

established by or under any Law of the State Legislature 

including a Society, Co-operative Society or a Government 

company within the meaning of Section 617 of the 
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Companies Act, 1956, nominated by the State Government, 

comes within the jurisdiction of Lokayukta. Further, all 

public servants holding a post of pay carrying either a fixed 

pay, salary or remuneration of more than Rs.74,400/- per 

month or a pay scale, the minimum of which is more than 

Rs.74,400/-  as revised from time to time, come within the 

jurisdiction of Lokayukta.  

 

(2) According to Section 7(2) of the Act, an 

Upalokayukta may investigate any action which is taken by 

or with the general or specific approval of any public 

servant, not being the Chief Minister, Minister, Member of 

the State Legislature, Secretary or other public servant 

referred to sub-section (1) of Section 7, in any case where a 

complaint involving a grievance or an allegation is made in 

respect of such action or such action can be or could have 

been, in the opinion of the Upalokayukta recorded in 

writing, the subject matter of a grievance or an allegation.  

 

(3) Further, according to Section 7(2A) of the Act, 

the State Government may refer matters to the Lokayukta 
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or an Upalokayukta for conducting investigation and 

report. 

 

6. BRANCHES/WINGS IN THE KARNATAKA LOKAYUKTA 
INSTITUTION:  
 

(1) The following Branches/Wings exist at present 

to assist the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas in their 

functioning under the Act.  

1) Administration Wing 
2) Inquiry Wing 
3) Police Wing 

4) Technical Wing  

 

(2) The Registrar is declared as Head of the 

Department under Schedule (1) to the Karnataka Civil 

Service Rules. Further the Registrar heads the 

Administration and Enquiry Wing in the Karnataka 

Lokayukta, while Police Wing is headed by Additional 

Director General of Police and the Technical Wing is 

headed by the Chief Engineer.  

 

(3) To assist the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas in their 

functioning, Officers from Judiciary and Departments of 

Police, Prosecution, Public Works, Statistics and State 

Accounts, work on deputation in the Lokayukta 

organization. Further, the ministerial staffs in the cadre of 

Group „C‟ and Group „D‟ are also recruited directly for the 

Karnataka Lokayukta Institution and other staff i.e., First 

Division Assistants and Second Division Assistants are 
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appointed by the Karnataka State Public Service 

Commission.  In addition, for the purpose of effective and 

purposeful function, the Lokayukta or Upalokayuktas are 

entrusted with the power of utilizing the services of any 

officer or investigating agency of the State Government or 

any officers/investigating agency of the Central 

Government with the prior concurrence of the State 

Government or Central Government or any person or any 

other agency, for conducting investigation. 

 

7.       FUNCTIONS OF EACH BRANCH / WING OF THE  

      KARNATAKA LOKAYUKTA:  

 
 

(1) Administration Wing:- 
 

 In the Administration wing, apart from the 

administration of the Lokayukta institution in respect of 

officers/staff, expenditure, accounts, stores, etc., receiving 

of complaints from the general public and processing the 

same in accordance with the Act are dealt with. Further, 

the officers/officials are also assisting the 

Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas in the investigation of the 

complaints.  

 
(2) Inquiry Wing:- 
 

 The Officers (Judicial Officers) of the Enquiry Wing 

are conducting Departmental Inquiries against the public 

servants which are initiated by the Government under Rule 

14-A of the Karnataka Civil Services (Classification, Control 
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and Appeal) Rules, 1957. Besides this, the Officers are 

assisting the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas in scrutiny of the 

complaints, preparation of reports under Sections 12(1) 

and 12(3) of the Act. 

 
(3) Police Wing:- 

 

 The Police Wing deals with cases already registered 

under the PC Act, besides it also assists the 

Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas in conducting investigation into 

the complaints received under the provisions of the Act are 

referred to it by the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas which 

affects purity and probity in public administration and 

wherever redressal of grievance are called for.  Further, for 

the purpose of investigation required to be conducted 

under Section 9 of the Act the matter is referred to Police 

Wing also to conduct an investigation and submit its 

report. 

 
 

(4) Technical  Wing (Technical Audit Cell):- 
 

  The Technical Audit Cell mainly conducts 

investigations referred to them by the Lokayukta/ 

Upalokayuktas in the matters such as allegations of 

execution of sub-standard works by the public servants, 

misappropriation of money, loss caused to the Government 

due to negligence on the part of public servants, etc.  The 

Technical Wing also assists the Police Wing in evaluating 

the cost of construction of buildings by the public servants, 
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against whom the cases of possession of disproportionate 

assets have been registered.  

 

8. GENERAL: 

 
(1) During the current financial year, the Lokayukta 

and Upalokayuktas, apart from receipt and disposal of 

complaints, have also visited many District places and 

received the complaints from the public and heard them in 

public before the concerned public officers. Many of such 

grievances have been redressed at the spot itself. The 

Superintendents of Police and other Officers of the Police 

Wing of the Karnataka Lokayukta, posted in district Head 

Quarters are also instructed to visit every Taluk coming 

under their jurisdiction after giving wide publicity and 

afford an opportunity to the aggrieved citizens to make 

their complaints and if possible to redress their grievances 

with the assistance of the concerned officers of the 

Government.  In such cases where grievances could not be 

redressed at the spot, the complaints are sent to the head 

office at Bengaluru and the matters are investigated by the 

Lokayukta or Upalokayuktas, as the case may be. 
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(2) 24x7 HELPLINE in Karnataka Lokayukta to take 

care of cases of emergency is functioning round the clock 

and in many cases, the same has proved to be very helpful 

to the aggrieved citizens in getting immediate and timely 

relief in Government offices particularly in hospitals and 

police stations throughout the State in emergency 

situations.  The said facility can be availed by dialing 

155320 and 18004255320 which are toll free numbers.   

24 x 7 HELPLINE can also be availed by dialing 22375014. 

(3) The Lokayukta and Upalokayuktas have also 

taken Suo-Motu notice of the incidents, which in their 

opinion is the subject of grievance or an allegation.  

 

9. STATISTICS / DETAILS OF THE FUNCTIONING DURING THE 

CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR (2019-20): 

 

The details of the complaints investigated into under 

the Act, inquiries conducted under Karnataka Civil 

Services (Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957, 

cases investigated by the Lokayukta Police for the offences 

under the PC Act and investigations handled by the 
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Technical Wing of the institution are indicated, in detail, in 

different chapters annexed to this Report.

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INVESTIGATION OF COMPLAINTS UNDER 
THE KARNATAKA LOKAYUKTA ACT, 1984 

 
1)  Petitions without Form No. I & II:   

 Every complaint under the provisions of the Act 

should be made in the form of a Statement (Form No. I) 

supported by an Affidavit (Form No. II), as provided under 

Section 9(2) of the Act.  Apart from the complaints in the 

prescribed form, there are number of petitions, including 

anonymous, pseudonymous and others received in the 

Karnataka Lokayukta office.  Those petitions are also 

examined and where-ever the address of the complainant 

is available and where such allegations/ grievances made 

in the complaint could be investigated under the 

provisions of the Act, Form No. I and Form No. II would be 

sent to them for compliance. The complaints which 

contain allegations relating to contravention of PC Act will 

be referred to the Police Wing, if the same could form a 

basis as source information for their action under the 

provisions of the said Act. Anonymous or pseudonymous

complaints will also be considered for taking suo-motu 

investigation in appropriate cases.   

 

 

 

 

2) Complaints in Form No.I with Affidavit in Form 
No.II: 

 The complaints which are filed in accordance 

with the provisions of the Act and Rules have been 

registered and such complaints are initially scrutinized 

by the Scrutiny Officers. After making such 

preliminary scrutiny, if the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas 

propose to proceed to conduct any investigation under 

the Act, the copy of the complaint will be sent to the 

public servant/s concerned and the competent 

authority and such public servant/s will be given an 

opportunity to offer his/their comments on such 

complaint/s. If the complaint is frivolous or vexatious 

or is not made in good faith or there are no sufficient 

grounds for investigation or, for continuing the 

investigation; or other appropriate remedies are 

available to the complainant, the Lokayukta/ 

Upalokayuktas may refuse to investigate or cease to 
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investigate such complaint after recording reasons and 

communicates the same to the complainant/s.  

In conducting the investigations into the 

complaints as per the provisions of the Act, the 

Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas will be assisted by the 

Additional Registrars/Deputy Registrars/Assistant 

Registrars (Legal Opinion)/ Public Prosecutor. The 

Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas will also get the complaints 

investigated through the Technical Wing or the Police 

Wing of the Lokayukta organization. Further, the 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta/ Upalokayuktas may also utilize 

the services of Officers of the State Government or 

Officers of the Central Government with the 

concurrence of that Government or the services of any 

other person or agency for investigation of the 

complaints, under Section 15(3) of the Karnataka 

Lokayukta Act.   

Further, as per Section 8 of the Act, the 

Lokayukta/ Upalokayuktas shall not conduct any 
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investigation under the Act in case of complaints 

involving grievance in respect of any action specified in 

Schedule–II, namely, 

 

a) Action taken for the purpose of investigating 

crimes relating to the security of the State; 

 

b) Action taken in the exercise of powers in relation 

to determining whether a matter shall go to a 

court or not;  

 

c) Action taken in matters which arise out of the 

terms of a contract governing purely commercial 

relations of the administration with customers or 

suppliers except where the complainant alleges 

harassment or gross delay in meeting contractual 

obligations;  

 

d) Action taken in respect of appointments, 

removals, pay, discipline, superannuation or 

other matters relating to conditions of service of 

public servants but not including action relating 

to claims for pension, gratuity, provident fund or 

to any claims which arise on retirement, removal 

or termination of service;  

 

e) Grant of honours and awards. 
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Further, the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas cannot 

investigate any complaint involving grievance if the 

complainant has or had, any remedy by way of appeal, 

revision, review or other proceedings before any 

Tribunal, Court, or other authority and has not availed 

of the same.    

 

3) The Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas for the purpose of 

any investigation (including preliminary enquiry before 

such investigation) under the Act, is empowered to 

summon relevant documents/witnesses and record 

evidence. 

 
4) If the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas is/are satisfied 

that the action of the public servant has resulted in 

unjust or undue hardship to the complainant or to any 

other person, a report will be sent to the Competent 

Authority under Section 12(1) of the Act, 

recommending that such injustice or hardship shall be 

remedied or redressed in such a manner and within 

such time, as may be specified in the report and the 
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Competent Authority shall within one month of the 

expiry of the period specified in the report, intimate the 

Lokayukta or the Upalokayuktas the action taken on 

the report under Section 12(2) of the Act.   

5) If the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas is/are satisfied 

that an allegation is substantiated either wholly or 

partly, a report will be sent to the Competent Authority 

under Section 12(3) of the Act, recommending suitable 

action and such Competent Authority shall within 

three months of the date of receipt of the report, 

intimate the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas the action 

taken or proposed to be taken on the basis of the 

report under Section 12(4) of the Act. 

6) If the Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas is/are satisfied 

with the action taken or proposed to be taken on the 

recommendation or findings under Section 12(1) or 

12(3) of the Act, the case will be closed under 

intimation to the complainant, the public servant and 

the competent authority concerned; but where 
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Lokayukta/Upalokayuktas is/are not so satisfied and 

if he/they considers that the case so deserves, he may 

make a special report to His Excellency the Governor of 

Karnataka under Section 12(5) of the Lokayukta Act 

and also inform the Competent Authority concerned 

and the Complainant.

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As stated above, in the previous financial year, totally 

4064 complaints were instituted and 3878 complaints 

came to be disposed. In addition to this 638 disciplinary 

enquiries were completed and the recommendation in 

terms of Rule 14-A(2)(d) of Karnataka Civil Services  

(Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957 were 

submitted to the competent authority. Apart from this, 257 

reports under Section 12(3) and 69 reports under Section 

12(1) of Act, 1984 were sent to the Government for suitable 

action in terms of the recommendation made therein.

The Government by its Order          

No. DPAR 14 SLU 2016 dated  14-03-2016 established a 

separate body known as “Anti Corruption Bureau” for 

registration of offences and conducting investigation under 

the PC Act. 

On 7/4/2016, the Hon‟ble High Court of Karnataka, 

in Writ Petition No. 19386/2016 has passed an interim 

order directing that during the pendency of writ petition, 

the cases under investigation and pending sanction at the 

Police Wing of the Karnataka Lokayukta, shall not be 

transferred to the newly formed Anti Corruption Bureau. 

Chapter-4 
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Any other action shall, however, abide by the result of the 

writ petition.  Further, on 26/4/2017, the Hon‟ble High 

Court of Karnataka has passed the following order:

institutions and parents in providing quality education and 

inculcating discipline, honesty and integrity amongst 

younger generations. The Hon‟ble Lokayukta had 

addressed the students/Lawyers/ Doctors/ employees/ 

officials/participants, etc., with a view to inculcate the 

need of following discipline, honesty, upright and 

transparent path in life while developing competency and 

efficiency in the field they chosen as their profession. The 

whole object was to send a message among the younger 

generation for the growth of the society and country as a 

whole; there should be transparency both in public and 

private administration and if the society is free from mal-

administration, it can provide for the growth of the country 

etc. Further, the Hon‟ble Lokayukta had extensively 

addressed about the importance of eradicating corruption 

both in public and private sectors and also about the laws 

(both disciplinary and penal) introduced by the 

Government to curb the menace of corruption from the 
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grass root level. Hon‟ble Lokayukta has also emphasized 

the need of empowering the younger generation with 

quality education and to actively cooperate in containing 

corruption in the state administration.

1) COMPT/LOK/BCD-2635/2019/ARE-1 - 

 

       A report was submitted by the Superintendent of 

Police-2, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru, who had 

visited the Government Backward Classes Post Metric Boys 

Hostel, Gangamma Layout, V.Nagenahalli, Hebbal, 

Bengaluru (Guddadahalli) and D.Devaraj Urs Post Metric 

Boys Hostel, Dinnur Main, R.T.Nagar, Bengaluru on 

30.08.2019, indicating that though the bill for 1,15,206/- 
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was received, the stock referred to in the bill i.e., the items 

were not actually supplied to the hostel.  The report also 

indicated that on physical verification, it was found that 

there was no such stock received and not recorded in the 

Stock Register. However, the bill indicated that the stocks 

were actually received. On the basis of the report 

submitted by the Superintendent of Police-2, Karnataka 

Lokayukta, Bengaluru, a suo-moto investigation was taken 

up by Hon‟ble Lokayukta under Section 7(1)(b) and Section 

9(3)(a) of the Karnataka Lokayukta Act, 1984, and 

comments were called for from the concerned officers and 

directed the Deputy Commissioner, Bengaluru Urban 

District to get an enquiry conducted with regard to the 

report submitted by the Lokayukta Police and submit the 

report.   

 

        Further, directions were issued to the respondents 

i.e., The Commissioner and the Joint Director of Backward 

Classes Welfare Department, Devaraj Urs Bhavan, Millers 

Tank Bed Area, Vasanthanagar, Bengaluru to get an 

enquiry conducted with regard to the functioning of Post 

Metric Boys Hostel, Guddadahalli, V.Nagenahalli Main 

Road, Bengaluru and all other Backward Classes Hostels 

in the State and submit their reports with reference to each 

one of the hostels with details of name, location/address 

and with various other relevant facts.   
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2)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-3500/2019/ARE-1 

       On the basis of a pseudonymous petition received 

from one Sri S.R.Patil and others alleging mal-

administration in the office of the Sub-Registrar, 

Naragunda Taluk, Gadag District, Hon‟ble Lokayukta had 

directed the ADGP, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru, to 

get an investigation done in respect of the allegations made 

in the petition.  Pursuant to the direction of ADGP, the 

Superintendent of Police-5, Karnataka Lokayukta, 

Bengaluru referred the matter for investigation to the 

Superintendent of Police, Karnataka Lokayukta, Dharwad.  

The matter was investigated and the Investigation Officer 

submitted his report dated 25.05.2018.  After prima-facie 

satisfying that the materials collected by the Investigation 

Officer is a sufficient source material, a suo-motu 

proceeding was initiated exercising the powers conferred 

under Section 7(1)(b) & 9(3)(a) of Act, 1984. 
 

         

The report submitted by the Investigation Officer has 

revealed that unauthorized persons were using the office 

seal purporting to be the signature of the Sub-Registrar, 

Naragunda of Gadag District and misusing the position of 

the Sub-Registrar, Naragunda, Gadag District. Hence, 

comments were called from the (1) Secretary, Revenue 

Department, Bengaluru, (2) The Inspector General of 

Registration & Commissioner for Stamps, Kandaya 
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Bhavan, Bengaluru, (3) The District Registrar, Dharwad 

District Dharwad & (4) Sri Hussainsab Ibrahimsab Nadaf, 

in charge Sub-Registrar, Naragunda Taluk, Gadag District.  

  

        Further, the matter was referred to the Inspector 

General & Commissioner for Stamps, Bengaluru, under 

Section 15(3) of the Act, by forwarding the copies of all the 

investigation papers/documents, directing him to conduct 

an investigation through a responsible officer, not below 

the rank of the District Registrar of his choice against the 

Sub-Registrar, Naragunda Taluk, in the back drop of the 

report submitted by the Investigation Officer and submit 

report.  The investigation is in progress.   

 

3)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-2095/2019/ARE-1 

        On the basis of the Kannada daily news paper “Vijaya 

Karnataka” dated 22.07.2019, highlighting that in most of 

the Regional Transport Offices in the State, every work is 

being done only through the assistance of the middlemen 

who work as agents between the public and the 

officers/officials working in the RTO and causing serious 

inconvenience and hardship to the members of the public,  

a suo-moto proceeding was initiated by Hon‟ble Lokayukta 

by exercising the powers conferred under Section 7(1)(b) & 

9(3) of the Karnataka Lokayukta Act 1984 for redressing 

the grievances of the public.  Comments were called for 

from the Secretary & Commissioner for Transport 
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Department and from the Joint Commissioners for 

Transport of Bengaluru Urban, Bengaluru Rural, Mysuru, 

Shivammogga, Belgavi & Kalburgi.   

       

 Further, all the Superintendents of Police working in 

Karnataka Lokayukta were also directed/ instructed to 

visit each of the Regional Transport Offices and collect 

information regarding the functioning of each Regional 

Transport Offices and submit report.  

  

4)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-2072/2019/ARE-1     

The Hon‟ble Lokayukta while hearing the complaint 

No. LOK/BCD-1223/2017 had noticed that a sum of 

Rs.10/- per day is being paid towards the wages to 

inmates/beggars housed in Re-habilitation Centre is too 

meagre and it requires enhancement, initiated a suo-moto 

proceedings and issued directions under Section 12(1) of 

Karnataka Lokayukta Act to pay wages to the beggars on 

par with prisoners.  Further, the Hon‟ble Lokayukta has 

directed the Central Relief Committee, Bengaluru, to pay 

Rs.175/- as wages to the beggars and out of Rs.175/- the 

Central Relief Committee has been directed to deducted 

Rs.100/- towards the expenditure and credit a sum of 

Rs.75/- to the account of inmates after opening the bank 

account in the name of beggar/inmate.  Further the 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta has directed the Central Relief 

Committee that if for any reason the inmate in the Centre 
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is not in a position to turn out the minimum number of 

hours prescribed, he/she should be paid only Rs.38/- per 

day. 

Pursuant to the said order, the Secretary, Central 

Relief Committee, has submitted the notification issued 

enhancing the wages of beggars/inmates of Central Relief 

Committee to Rs.75/- for 08 hours work and Rs.38/- for 

the work less than 08 hours. 

 

5)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-1328/2019/ARE-1  

       On the basis of a pseudonymous complaint dated 

8.4.2019 purported to be written by one Sri Ramesh 

Kumar S, was referred to the Additional Director General 

of Police, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru and the same 

was got enquired by referring it to the Superintendent of 

Police, City Division, Karnataka Lokayukta, Bengaluru 

and submit report.   

        

       Pursuant to the said Order dated 16.4.2019, the 

Superintendent of Police, Karnataka Lokayukta, City 

Division, Bengaluru, got an enquiry conducted through 

an Investigation Officer and submitted report dated 

4.5.2019, recommending for instituting suo-motu 

proceedings and to direct an enquiry and refer the matter 

either to the Commissioner, BBMP, Bengaluru or to the 

Anti-Corruption Bureau for enquiry in exercise of the 

powers conferred under Section 15(3) of the Act. 
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Accordingly, a suo-moto proceedings was initiated by 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta, in exercise of the powers conferred 

under Section 7(1)(b) & 9(3)(a) of the Act, to examine the 

officers/officials who have failed in discharging their 

duties in not preventing the unauthorized construction.  

  

      Further, the matter was also referred to the 

Commissioner, BBMP, Bengaluru with a direction to 

conduct an investigation under Section 15(3) of the Act 

and submit report in accordance with law, for violation in 

construction of five floors building in a site measuring     

40‟ x 60‟, belonging to one Sri P.Jayashankar and 

Smt.P.Prema, and submit report along with the details of 

the concerned officers/officials for violation of building 

bye-laws, the nature of default and dereliction of duty 

committed by the concerned Engineers.   
 

  6)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-1370/2019/ARE-1 
         

The English Daily News Paper „The New Indian 

Express‟ dated 15.05.2019 published a news item with a 

caption ”ISSUE ONLY ONLINE KHATAS, BDA OFFICIALS 

TOLD”, and highlighted that the instructions were given by 

the Chief Secretary, State of Karnataka by means of his 

order dated 28.3.2019, wherein he had directed the BDA 

officials to issue only online khatas.  But, inspite of the 

said instructions, the authorities of BDA were not 

complying with the said order, which amounts to mal-
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administration within the meaning of Section 2(10) of the 

Act. Hence, the news item dated 15.5.2019 published in 

“The New Indian Express” was treated as source material 

and a suo-moto proceeding was initiated by Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta, in exercise of the powers conferred under 

Section 7(1)(b) & 9(3)(a) of Act and notices were issued to 

(1) The Commissioner, BDA, Bengaluru & (2) The 

Secretary, BDA, Bengaluru to submit report. 

         

        Further, the Secretary, BDA, Bengaluru was directed 

to submit the requisite details in a tabular form/columns 

with the names and addresses of each of the applicants, 

the site number and the location, the dimension, name of 

the layout etc. He was also directed to notify in the Notice 

Board of the BDA and such other means to the members of 

the public that such of those members of the public who 

are aggrieved by the inaction on the part of the BDA in not 

entering/giving the online khata certificates as directed by 

the Chief Secretary may submit complaint to the 

Lokayukta.   
      

         Pursuant to the suo-motu order dated 16.5.2019 of 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta, report was submitted by the Secretary, 

BDA, Bengaluru, stating that the BDA has taken effective 

steps to streamline the issue/change of khata of the 

properties by BDA immediately on receiving online 

applications.  Hence, the said complaint was closed, 
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provided in the event of any complaint being received from 

the general public about the delay or harassment in 

issue/change of khata of the properties by BDA, the 

complaint can be restored to take action against the 

concerned officers of BDA.   

 

7)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-2319/2019/ARE-1    

          In “The New Indian Express” – daily dated 

21.08.2019, published a news item with the heading 

“Salary delays, not tigers, strike fear in their hearts” stating 

that nearly 280 contract based forest staff employed by the 

State, were not paid monthly salary for the past 5 months.  

Hon‟ble Lokayukta opined that the non-payment of wages 

due to the employees, falls within the meaning of „mal-

administration‟ under Section 2(10) of the Act, and the 

hardship or injustice caused to the employees on account 

of delayed payment of wages were required to be redressed.  

Hence, a suo-motu investigation was taken-up, with a view 

to examine the issues raised in the said news item, and 

comments were called for from the concerned authorities.  

  

       Pursuant to the suo-motu order dated 21.08.2019, 

directing the respondents to file their comments, a status 

report/comments dated 09.09.2019 was filed by the 

Deputy Conservator of Forest and Director, Kali Tiger 

Reserve, Dandeli, stating that the entire salary payable to 

all the 280 contract based staff was credited to their 
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account till the end of August 2019 and assured that, 

henceforth their salary would be credited to their account 

regularly on or before 5th of every month.   
 

      Since the grievance highlighted in the News Item 

published in “The New Indian Express” dated 21.08.2019 

was redressed, the proceedings was closed on 18.09.2019.   
 

8)      COMPT/LOK/BCD-2049/2019/ARE-1 

          The “Kannada Prabha” daily newspaper dated 

20.07.2019 had published a news item high-lighting the 

plight of the students studying in Government Higher 

Primary School of Medahalli, Basavanapura Ward, 

Bengaluru Urban District.  The news item indicated that 

the domestic sewage and other effluent substances are 

entering in to the premises of the said School and on 

account of that the students of the said school are put to 

irreparable injury and hardship depriving Right to Life and 

Liberty guaranteed under Article 21 of the Constitution of 

India.  Hence, to redress the grievance of the students and 

teachers of the said School, in exercise of the powers 

conferred on Hon‟ble Lokayukta, a suo-motu investigation 

was taken up under Section 7(1)(b) and 9(3)(a) of the Act, 

and notices were issued to the concerned authorities of 

State/Corporation/ Municipal Authorities, to take remedial 

steps/ measures to relieve the hardship of the students 

and teachers. Further, instructions were issued by Hon‟ble 
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Lokayukta, to the Superintendent of Police, Karnataka 

Lokayukta, Bengaluru, to verify and get the spot inspected 

and submit report.   
 

         Pursuant to the suo-motu order dated 23.07.2019, a 

status report along with photographs were filed by the 

authorities of BWSSB, BBMP and Education Department 

indicating the steps taken by them to carry out the repair 

of the UGD line and reporting the redressal of the problems 

faced by the students and teachers. Since, the grievance of 

the students and teachers were redressed, the proceeding 

was ordered to be closed on 14.10.2019.     
 

9)      COMPT/LOK/BGM-2096/2019/ARLO-3 

 

       In “The New Indian Express” daily newspaper dated 

26.07.2019, a news item with a title “These kids trek 24 

km. on forest track to school and back” had been 

published high-lighting the difficulties faced by the 

students who reside in the remote forest area, who walk in 

dense forest covering about 24 kms., every day to school 

and return.  

  

      The news item published in the aforesaid news paper 

was considered as a source material, and the Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta initiated suo-motu proceedings under Sections 

7(1)(b) and 9(3)(a) of the Act, 1984, as it is violation of Right 

to Education guaranteed under Article 21-A of the 
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Constitution of India and Right of Children to Free and 

Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and comments were 

called for from the concerned authorities and directions 

were issued to the Deputy Director of Public Instructions, 

Belagavi and representatives of NWKRTC  to appear before 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta on 29.08.2019, along with the Status 

Report. 

    

       Pursuant to the directions given, the concerned 

authorities appeared before Hon‟ble Lokayukta and 

submitted their report stating that since the road in 

question and a bridge have been completely damaged on 

account of rain and floods, the NWKRTC was compelled to 

stop the operation with a view to avoid any untoward 

incident and assured that immediate steps would be taken 

to repair the road and reconstruct the bridge.   

 

10)     COMPT/LOK/BGM-3459/2019/Sr.APP-1   

 

       On the basis of pseudonymous petition dated 

17.01.2018, alleging that the Secretary and Panchayath 

Development Officer and other authorities of Harogeri 

Grama Panchayath, Mundargi Taluk, Gadag District, have 

illegally allotted sites in Tambragundi village to several 

persons who are not eligible to be allotted under different 

housing schemes i.e., Basava Housing Scheme and Indira 

Awaz Yojana, Hon‟ble Lokayukta directed the Additional 

Director General of Police, Karnataka Lokayukta, 
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Bengaluru to get an investigation/enquiry conducted with 

regard to the allegations made in the petition.  Accordingly, 

the Additional Director General of Police, Karnataka 

Lokayukta, Bengaluru got the investigation conducted 

through the Police Inspector, Karnataka Lokayukta, Gadag 

and submitted report dated 20.11.2018.  

  

        Hon‟ble Lokayukta noticed serious irregularities in 

the matter of allotment of sites by the Harogeri Grama 

Panchayath.  Though the President, Secretary, Panchayath 

Development Officer and Members of the said Grama 

Panchayath have an obligation to verify the eligibility of 

each of the applicants and consider the application 

objectively on merits and allot the sites,  since, the report 

has disclosed that the sites have been indiscriminately 

allotted to the persons who are not eligible,  a suo-moto 

proceeding was initiated against the concerned for further 

investigation, in exercise of the powers conferred on 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta under Sections 7(1)(b) and 9(3)(a) of the 

Act and notices were issued to the officers concerned.  

Further, the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Panchayath, 

Gadag, was directed to conduct an investigation under 

Section 15(3) of the Act, with regard to the report 

submitted by the Karnataka Lokayukta Police in respect of 

the allotment of sites made by Harogeri Grama Panchayath 

in Tambragundi Village and submit report within the 

stipulated period.   
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   THE EFFECT OF COVID-19 ON THE FUNCTIONS OF 

THE   INSTITUTION AND THE STEPS TAKEN BY THE 

HON’BLE LOKAYUKTA IN PROVIDING HEALTH CARE 

 

Though this report pertains to the period from         

01-04-2019 to 31-03-2020, in view of the extraordinary 

situation created on account of COVID-19  pandemic, it is 

found appropriate to bring to the notice of Your Excellency 

the pro-active measures taken by the Hon‟ble Lokayukta to 

prevent the out-breaking of COVID-19 pandemic and also 

to monitor the health care services in the State. 

 

It is submitted that the COVID-19 pandemic has 

affected the normal functioning of the institution to some 

extent. However, in order to ensure that, proper medical 

facilities are extended to all the sections of the society, 

instructions were given to the Police Officers working in the 

Police wing of Karnataka Lokayukta to visit the hospitals 

for monitoring the health care facilities and also to ensure 

that, the directions/guidelines issued by the Government 

from time to time to prevent the spread of COVID-19 

pandemic are enforced in letter and spirit. Our Police 

officers regularly visited hospitals and Covid  Care Centres 

and instructions were given to the concerned authorities to 

set right the short comings in the health care

services/facilities so as to redress the grievance of the 

public. 

 

A report dated 09-09-2020 was sent to the Chief 

Secretary, State of Karnataka to take remedial measures 

for providing proper health care facilities in the 

Government Hospitals. The copy of the directions issued in 

this regard and the reports received are enclosed herewith.  

 

Circulars have been issued from time to time to the 

Police Officers of Karnataka Lokayukta to make 

inspection/visit to all the Government Offices located in 

their respective areas and to report immediately the 

incidents of any mal-administration and failure on the part 

of the concerned officer in redressing the grievance of the 

members of the public.  Instructions have also been issued 

to redress the grievances of the public as and when they 

visit the Government Offices without formal registration of 

the complaint if the grievance of the members of the public 

can be redressed immediately.  In view of these directions, 

the Police officers of Karnataka Lokayukta have been 

regularly visiting the government offices throughout the 

State and taking steps to redress the grievances of the 

public. 

The report of the Deputy Superintendent of Police, 

Bengaluru City Division dated 20.08.2020 indicated the 

various problems faced by the drivers of the ambulance 
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who are deployed to shift the COVID-19 infected patients.  

Therefore, a letter dated 22.08.2020 has been addressed to 

the Commissioner, BBMP, Bengaluru, to submit a report 

on the following points: 

(i) The steps taken to ensure that the drivers 

of Ambulances are equipped with PPE kits 

while shifting COVID-19 patients to the 

designated hospitals. 
 

(ii) Steps taken to ensure that the Ambulance 

vehicles are provided with HFNC (High 

Flow Nasal Cannula). 

 

(iii) Steps taken to ensure that Ambulances 

are equipped with sufficient number of 

drivers, so that they can operate on shift 

basis and work efficiently.  
 

(iv) Any other remedial measures taken to 

relieve the hardship that is being faced by 

the drivers of Ambulance vehicles who are 

shifting the COVID-19 patients.  
  

In this way, the Hon‟ble Lokayukta has been 

monitoring the health care services in the State.  

 The pandemic has adversely affected the progress in 

disciplinary enquiry cases as it involves summoning and 

attendance of witnesses from different parts of the State. 

However, the institution has prioritized disposal of pending 

complaints; pending legal opinions, filing of Writ Petitions 

against the orders passed by the Karnataka State 
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Administrative Tribunal and also criminal appeals against 

the judgments/orders passed by the criminal courts and 

filing of Special Leave Petitions before the Hon‟ble Supreme 

Court on the orders passed by the Hon‟ble High Court, 

where-ever it is called for. During the time of lock down 

restrictions were imposed and effective steps were taken to 

prevent the spread of Corona Virus in this institution.  The 

copies of various circulars/letters issued in this regard are 

enclosed for your kind consideration vide Annexure-‘G’. 

Even then 53 members of our staff were infected with 

COVID-19 and all of them recovered from the infection 

without any casualty.  
    

 
WORK DONE BY THE LOKAYUKTA POLICE WING     

DURING 2019-2020 

 

The Police Wing of Karnataka Lokayukta is 

conducting investigation of the cases under the PC Act and 

assisting the Hon‟ble courts in trial of cases. It is also 

conducting preliminary enquiry in complaints referred 

under the Karnataka Lokayukta Act. Wherever the charges 

are substantiated, recommendations are sent by the Police 

Wing either to take disciplinary action or for registration of 

suo-motu cases as per the Act. Investigation disclosing 

offences committed under PC Act are recommended for 

transfer to the ACB. 
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The Lokayukta Police Wing as per the directions of 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta have been visiting various public 

institutions like Anganawadis, Government schools and 

hostels, Public Hospitals throughout the state of 

Karnataka. The Police Inspectors and Deputy 

Superintendents of Police of Karnataka Lokayukta district 

units, have identified numerous problems and 

lacunae/deficiencies/ in these institutions as below: 

 

a) Poor infrastructural and equipment facilities like  

i) Shortage of space 

ii) Shortage of rooms 

iii) Lack of toilets 

iv) Un-hygienic conditions  

v) Buildings need repairs 

vi) Need of compounds 

vii) Shortage of equipments like water purifiers, 
gas stoves, solar heaters, medical equipments 
etc. 

viii) Non distribution of Government facilities/ 
supplies like beddings/laptops/cycles/ 
uniforms to eligible beneficiaries in schools 

and hostels etc. 

      In co-ordination with the local district 

administration/department concerned, above issues have 

been resolved fully. 

 

The issues like shortage of staff, lack of own space for 

schools/hostels/problem of excess admissions in hostels 

etc., which could not be resolved in district level have been 
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brought to the notice of the Department Heads at the 

Government level through Additional Director General of 

Police (ADGP of Police wing) and Registrar, Karnataka 

Lokayukta. 
 

The Lokayukta Police have also been visiting Public 

offices like Grama Panchayaths, Taluk/Tehsil offices, office 

of the Asst.Director of Agriculture, Deputy Director of Land 

Records, Office of the Sub-registrar, District Registrar, 

RTO, Office of the Mines and Geology, office of the Planning 

and Development authorities like BDA, BBMP and other 

district development authorities, Municipal Office, 

Corporations, etc. 

 

In these offices, pendency of applications in “Sakala” 

under different department Heads have been checked and 

also pendency/rejection of applications with regard to 

distribution of Government schemes to beneficiaries have 

been cross verified by making sample enquiries with the 

beneficiary themselves. In this way, many eligible 

beneficiaries have been helped in getting access to 

Government schemes like widow pension, old age pension, 

disability pension, caste/income certificates etc., and the 

administration machinery has been speeded up. Wherever 

there is delay due to mal-administration, reports seeking 

disciplinary actions on the errant officers have been sent to 

Hon‟ble Lokayukta. 
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The Lokayukta Police have been conducting regular 

district/taluk public grievance meetings throughout the 

state and have involving public/complainants and 

concerned officials. Many complaints and grievances are 

resolved on the spot and also through regular follow up 

with the authorities concerned. 

 

During the course of complaints redressal and 

enquiries they have paid visit to many tribal areas (Girijana 

Hadi) and in co-ordination with local administration 

succeeded in providing basic facilities and social security 

schemes to them. 
 

       To curb the menace of lake encroachment, the Police 

Officers of Karnataka Lokayukta have undertaken visit to 

many lake areas in their jurisdiction along with concerned 

officers entrusted for lake protection and management. 

Reports to the concerned authorities for removing lake 

encroachments and suggestions for rejuvenating lake 

resources have been sent to Registrar, Karnataka 

Lokayukta. 
 

 

During the floods of 2019, the Lokayukta Police have 

taken prompt action by visiting the flood areas and more 

particularly, the relief centers and interacting with the 

district administration and co-operated with them in all 

possible manner. Certain necessities and problems of 

inmates of relief centers were solved immediately in co-
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ordination with the district administration. A report 

regarding this was also sent to the Chief Secretary, 

Karnataka through the Registrar, Karnataka Lokayukta. 

 

Subsequently, during the recent floods in the month 

of September/October 2020, the Lokayukta Police Officers 

have visited the flood affected areas in Kodagu Bidar, 

Chamarajnagar, Chikkamagaluru, Udupi, Mangalore, 

Koppal, Haveri, Ballari, Hospete, Gulbarga, Yadgir districts 

and assisted the district administration in providing aid 

and relief to inmates in the relief centers. 

 

COVID DUTY: 
 

During the initial stage of the spread of the Novel 

Corona Virus, the officers of Lokayukta Police Wing, had 

visited Covid Referral and Government Hospitals, Primary 

Health Centers, Covid Care Relief Centers, Swab Collection 

and Testing Centers and interacted with the doctors and 

caretakers about the treatment given to the patients and 

also enquired the inmates in Covid Care Centers about 

their   problems and grievances. They had interacted with 

the DC/ADC, District surgeons, DHO about the testing 

facilities and care for corona patients. Many lacunas 

relating to maintenance of cleanliness and hygiene, 

shortage of drinking water/medicines/deficiency in 

ambulance service and poor quality of food in the hospitals 
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and Covid Centers were rectified speedily after bringing 

them to the notice of District Health officer and District 

surgeons. 
 

The issues of shortage of doctors/health staff/ 

medical facilities like masks/PPE kits/ambulances 

wherever found were brought to the notice of concerned 

DHO, Deputy Commissioner and Additional DC for 

resolution through Government. 

    

Periodic visits were undertaken to public offices to 

sensitize about State/Central Government norms about 

social distancing, wearing of masks, sanitizing, screening 

of visitors/CCTV installation etc. Police officers in co-

ordination with District and Taluk administration ensured 

that proper arrangements of essential services was done in 

containment areas and Covid Care and Quarantine 

Centers. Major Check Posts throughout the state of 

Karnataka were inspected to find whether proper COVID 

guidelines and protocols were followed in the entry/exit of 

migrants and visitor movements. 
 

 

Currently, Police Officers are visiting major 

Government and Private Hospitals and enquiring about 

number of patients admitted, discharged, undergoing 

treatment and number of deaths. They are assisting the 

District Administration by verifying details about bed 

availability, ventilators, ICU, ambulance availability and 
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their services etc. They are also enquiring about problems 

faced by COVID patients while seeking hospital 

admission/transportation through ambulance etc., and 

assisting the needy in coordination with the authorities 

concerned. 
 

In pursuance of an enquiry on the orders of Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta, Police Officers of Bengaluru City had inspected 

the potholes in the major roads of all the wards under 

BBMP and issued directions to the authorities concerned 

which have led to covering of major potholes.  

 

MGNREGA INVESTIGATION: 

 

The Government of Karnataka had entrusted the 

Karnataka Lokayukta with the investigation of probable 

irregularities and fraud in the MGNREGA scheme 

implementation in the state from 2007 to 2014 based on 

the Report No. 2013 of the CAG. The Police Wing has been 

investigating the case. After obtaining relevant information 

and documents from the RDPR Department and also the 

grass root level Grama Panchayath offices, Police officers 

have visited more than 2000 work spots (pertaining to year 

2011-12) along with technical personnel, conducting a 

detailed verification of work done, wages/costs paid to 

labourers and material suppliers, maintenance of records 

and registers in Grama Panchayaths etc., and have 

submitted  charge sheets and reports recommending 
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departmental actions in respect of more than 2000 works 

executed in 250 Grama Panchayaths of 22 districts to the 

Courts and the Hon‟ble Lokayukta respectively. 
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Additional Requirements for effective functioning of  

Lokayukta Institution   

It is submitted that, even after constitution of Anti 

Corruption Bureau by means of an order of Government of 

Karnataka in No.  DPAR 14 SELOU 2016 dated 14-03-

2016, the number of filing complaints have not come down.  

The present Hon‟ble Lokayukta assumed the office on 28-

01-2017. During that time, 7,763 complaints were 

pending and 3,156 departmental enquiries were 

pending.  Preferences were given to dispose of the oldest 

cases.    

It is respectfully submitted that, huge number of 

complaints and departmental enquiries are pending for 

consideration.  As on 29-09-2020, the total number of 

complaints pending is 7,568 and departmental 

enquires 2,744.  Further, entrustment of enquiries is 

expected in 463 recommendations made to the 

Government under Section 12(3) of Karnataka Lokayukta 

Act, 1984. Apart from this, more than 3,000

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miscellaneous complaints are pending for enquiry and 

2,900 litigations pertaining to this institution are 

pending before Hon’ble Karnataka State Administrative 

Tribunal and Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka and 

Hon’ble Supreme Court.  Having regard to the pendency 

of cases and institution of huge number of cases, Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta immediately after assuming the office felt that, 

unless the number of enquiry officers is not increased, the 

timely disposal of cases is not possible.   Therefore, by 

means of a letter dated 12-04-2017 addressed to the 

Government, a request was made to create 9 (nine) 

additional posts of Additional Registrars of Enquiries.  The 

Government in its order dated 26-12-2017 temporarily 

created only 5 (five) posts of Additional Registrars of 

Enquiries. Therefore, through the letters dated               

02-06-2018, 06-09-2018, 14-08-2019, 28-11-2019 and    

23-01-2020 requests were made to the Government to 

sanction another 4 (Four) additional posts of Additional 

Registrar of Enquiries in the cadre of District Judges, as 

sought in the earlier letter dated 12-04-2017.  However,

the requests have not yet been considered positively and 

hopefully the same is still pending for consideration before 

the Government.  Further, the request of the institution for 

permanent creation of 5 (Five) posts of the Additional 

Registrars of Enquiries which were temporarily created by 

the order of the Government dated 26-12-2017 is also 

pending before the Government.   

It is also submitted that, as per the Karnataka 

Lokayukta (Second Amendment) Bill 2020 (LA Bill           

No. 30/2020) which is proposed to bring amendment to 

Section 9 of Karnataka Lokayukta Act, 1984, in every 

complaint, preliminary enquiry contemplated by Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta or Hon‟ble Upalokayukta before ordering for an 

investigation under sub Section (3) of Section 9 is 

ordinarily be completed within a period of 90 days and for 

the reasons to be recorded in writing within a further 

period of 90 days from the date of the receipt of the 

complaint.  Further, if the Hon‟ble Lokayukta or Hon‟ble 

Upalokayukta decides to conduct investigation as referred 

to in sub Section (3) he shall get the investigation 
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conducted as expeditiously as possible and preferably 

within a period of 6 months and it can be extended for a 

further period not exceeding 6 months at a time for the 

reasons to be recorded in writing.  Therefore, considering 

the pendency of the cases and statutory requirement of 

early disposal of the cases, vide letter dated 01-10-2020, a 

request was forwarded to the Government to create 

additional 4 (Four) posts of Deputy Registrars of Enquiries 

in the cadre of Senior Civil Judges and additional 4 (Four) 

posts of Assistant Registrars of Enquiries (Legal Opinion) in 

the cadre of Civil Judges in addition to the request as 

already made for creation of 4 (Four) posts of Additional 

Registrars of Enquiries in the cadre of District Judges.  The 

details of the posts required to be created/sanctioned are 

mentioned in the following table:-

The above request for creation of the posts is also 

pending for consideration before the Government.  Unless 

the above posts are created, timely disposal of complaints 

and enquiries is not possible.  The copy of the letter dated 

01-10-2020 is enclosed herewith.   

It is also submitted that, Rule 214(2)(b)(ii) of KCS 

Rules creates a bar for initiation of disciplinary proceedings 

against a retired Government servant in respect of any 

event which took place more than four years before such 

institution.  Similarly, Rule 214(3) of KCSR also creates a 

bar for initiation of civil and criminal proceedings against a 

retired Government servant in respect of a cause of action 

which arose or in respect of an event which took place

more than four years before such institution.  Having 

regard to the object of Karnataka Lokayukta Act, 1984 and 

considering the procedure required to be followed in an 

investigation of a complaint filed under Karnataka 

Lokayukta Act, 1984, it is the view of the Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta/Hon‟ble Upalokayuktas that the said Rules 

require modification by removing the bar in respect of the 

reports forwarded by the Hon‟ble Lokayukta/Hon‟ble 

Upalokayuktas under Section 12(3) of the Act, etc.

So far as the grievance of one other Hon‟ble Member 

of Council is concerned, it was published in the newspaper 

that, while appointing staff/officers to Lokayukta, 

opportunities were made to the persons who paid money.  

This reference is made against whom is not clear.  In fact, 

except „D‟ Group employees and some category of Group-„C‟  

employees, no officers are directly appointed by this 

institution.  All the serving judicial officers are posted from 

Hon‟ble High Court of Karnataka.  Similarly, the services of 

Police Officers, Engineers, Accounts Officers and Statistical 

Officers are sent on deputation from their respective parent 

departments by the Government. Though some of the 

retired District Judges and the Accounts Officers are re-

employed, their appointments are made by the Government 

on the recommendation made by the Hon‟ble Lokayukta. 

From 01-01-2017, as on today, only the following 
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recruitments and appointments of Group-„C‟ and Group-„D‟ 

officials are made:-

The above appointments were made in a complete 

transparent manner purely based on merit by a committee 

constituted by the Hon‟ble Lokayukta consisting of 

Registrar as Chairman of the Committee and one other 

Senior Member of District Judge cadre as member and 

Deputy Registrar of Administration as convener.  The 

committee while making appointments ensure that, the 

procedure prescribed under relevant rules and roaster 

prescribed was strictly followed. The marks secured by the

candidates were published on the official website of this 

institution and objections were called for and even 

provisional list was published and objection was called for 

and thereafter final list was published.  So far as the 

appointment of retired judicial officers i.e., District Judges 

as Enquiry officers are concerned, only three posts were 

filled-up with retired District Judges after the present 

Lokayukta assumed the charge and His Lordship only 

renewed the earlier appointments and on the vacancy 

created on the resignation of Smt. K.A. Lalitha, Retired 

District Judge.  In her place one other retired District 

Judge, Smt. M. Sridevi came to be appointed by means of 

Government Notification dated 18-08-2018 on the 

recommendation made by Hon‟ble Lokayukta.  Thereafter, 

on the completion of term of office of                               

Sri. C. Chandramallegowda, Retired District Judge, the 

vacancy created on account of resignation of Sri. Renuka 

Prasad, Retired District Judge, who were appointed before 

the present Lokayukta assumed the office, two 

appointments of recently retired District Judges, 
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Sri.K.Amaranarayana and Smt. H.G. Vijayakumari were 

made by the Government by means of its Notification dated 

08-09-2020, on the recommendation made by the Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta. Since the vacant post of one other District 

Judge could not be   filled-up for more than one year on 

deputation from the Hon‟ble High Court, a 

recommendation for appointment of one retired District 

Judge, Sri. Thimmannachar was made in public interest 

and with a view to bring down the pendency of 

proceedings. The Hon‟ble Lokayukta has made the 

recommendations of the names referred to above after 

verifying their credentials.   

It was also published that, there is a racket in the 

institution of Lokayukta to delay the investigation of the 

complaints. It is relevant to point out that these allegations 

are without any basis. Whenever an information touching 

upon the integrity of any of the staff working in the 

institution of Karnataka Lokayukta is received, it is 

discreetly enquired and the truthfulness or otherwise of 

such information is ascertained. Moreover attributing 
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allegation of corruption without any material justifying or 

substantiating such allegations has the effect of 

demoralizing the staff of the Institution of Lokayukta who 

are entitled for due respect and honour and it is not in the 

interest of public and state administration.   Therefore, the 

observations stated to have been made by the above three 

Hon‟ble Members in this regard before the council are 

required to be corrected or expunged.  

Further, if the Hon‟ble Member who has made the 

allegation of racket, etc., referred to above, is willing to 

share his information, if any, either with Hon‟ble 

Lokayukta or the Registrar of Karnataka Lokayukta or 

Additional Director General of Police, necessary 

investigation will be got done in a transparent manner.
