It is also needless to
point out that after survey and identification of
the encroachment, the cffective steps are required
be taken by the BBMP to protect the lake from
further encroachment and to prevent discharge of
effluent substance and for the purpose of
rejuvenating the said lakes”

«50. Sri. B.V.Satish, Chief Engineer has also
agreed that by the next date of hearing, he will
also submit a detailed project report indicating as
to how each one of the lakes which are within the
jurisdiction of Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara
Palike referred to above, can be developed.
